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1. President’s Travel

a. Reimbursable Presidential Travel expenses outlined below are payable as long as the NC JCI Senate funds are available.

b. Registrations :

i. Registration for NC Jaycee Convention.

ii. Registration for Region IV meetings.

iii. Registration for US JCI Senate Meetings, excluding early hospitality and tours and late fees.

iv. Registrations are non-refundable unless there is a justifiable emergency.

c. Hotel

i. 2 nights for a hotel room for NC JCI Senate meetings held at NC Jaycee Convention.

ii. 1 night for US JCI Senate Fall and Winter Boards.
iii. 2 nights for US JCI Senate National Meeting.
iv. 1 night for Region IV Fall and Spring Meetings.
v. 1 night for NC JCI Senate Year End Meeting.
d. Senate Socials are not reimbursed by the NC JCI Senate.    This also includes the May Meeting.  
e. Reimbursement for these events can be transferred to a Presidential delegate.  Exception:  The incoming President can be reimbursed for US JCI Senate National Meeting in the event that the Outgoing President is unable to attend.

2. Contributions / Donations
a. $100 to the Region IV War Chest
b. $100 prize to the US JCI Senate Sweepstakes

c. $100 donation to US JCI Senate Foundation

d. $100 contribution to the Regions Party

e. A minimum of 15% of the proceeds after expenses from the Jim Ollis Memorial Golf Tournament and NC Senate Sweepstakes is retained by the NC JCI Senate.  The remainder of the income after expenses are distributed per the direction of the Executive Team and NC JCI Senators in attendance.
f. $100 is available as a President’s Discretionary fund.

3. US JCI Senate Guests

a. The NC JCI Senate will pay registration and lodging for the visiting US JCI Senate President and their spouse/partner and the National Vice President from Region IV and their spouse/partner for one meeting during the Senate year.

b. The NC JCI Senate will pay registration and lodging for a designee of the US JCI Senate President and their spouse/partner in the event the President is unable to attend the NC Jaycee Year End Convention.
4. NC JCI Senate Hospitality
a. The NC JCI Senate pays for the room for the Hospitality Suite.  The Hospitality Chairpersons stay in the room at no cost.  The Hospitality Chairpersons provide the food for the hospitality suite at their cost.

b. Beverages for the Hospitality Suite are paid for by the NC JCI Senate.

c. Hospitality Fees or an event registration fee may be charged any time a bar is set up.

5. Code of Conduct
a. The NC JCI Senate Hospitality bar is closed during the Senate Business Meeting.   This also includes the May election meeting. 
6. Sunshine

a. A memorial contribution will be sent to acknowledge a death in the immediate family for current elected officers and Past Presidents.
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
